Learning Categories

All assignment rubrics contain categories for Knowledge/Understanding, Thinking/Inquiry, Application, and Communication. These rubrics allow students to identify their personal weaknesses and to improve on future tasks.

Some assignments are weighted more heavily to one category than another, which means that the percentage of mark allotted to each category fluctuates as the term progresses. In the final grade, all categories receive roughly equal weighting.
Formative and Summative Assessments
Students have been provided with the list of assessment tasks. Based on these assignments, I will judge their ability to meet the expectations outlined in the Ontario Curriculum for Grade 10 Science. There will be opportunities for students to practice each of these tasks before submitting their work for final evaluation.




Late Policy
· All assignments will be issued with a due date, and dues dates for major tasks will usually be determined through class discussion.

· If a student feels they cannot make this deadline, it is the sole responsibility of the student to speak with the teacher prior to the deadline in order to arrange a mutually agreeable alternate due date. The teacher will make every reasonable effort to accommodate the student's request providing the reason for the extension is acceptable in the professional judgement of the teacher and does not compromise the integrity of the assignment.

· Any alteration or extension of the deadline will be agreed to in writing. No further extensions will be granted for this assignment.

· Parents are advised that this procedure will be followed and should encourage their sons or daughters to plan appropriately for major assignments to avoid the need for an extension of the due date.

· Late marks may be docked from late work. 

· No assignment may be handed in after marked assignments have been returned to the class.

Missed Work

Learning Skills

Students’ work habits will be assessed separately from their marks. The following 6 learning skills will be assessed and assigned a letter grade:  Responsibility, Organization, Independent Work, Collaboration, Initiative, and Self-regulation. The possible grades assigned are: E(excellent), G(good), S(satisfactory), and N(needs improvement).

Book Policy
· Textbooks are loaned to the students for free, but they must be returned in good condition so that we can loan them out for many years.

· When a student signs out a book (in my class) he/she write his/her name inside the front cover of that book and I will record the number of the assigned text. 
· It is the student’s responsibility to take care of that book until he/she is asked to hand it in.

· If a student cannot return this same book, when required to do so, he/she will pay the cost of a new copy of that book, which is approximately $80.
· Students will sign a contract at the beginning of the course indicating that they understand the policy and are willing to follow it.
